Food has become a regular need so, historically, it has been difficult for us to keep our food supply
stocked.

Believe it or not, there are over 1,500 homeless children enroiled in Marion County Public Schools. The
McKinney-Vento Act defines “homeless children and youth as: children and youth who lack a fixed,
regular, and adequate nighttime residence, including children and youth who are living with a
friend/relative, living in a motel/hotel, trailer park, camping grounds, emergency shelters, abandoned in
hospitals or awaiting permanent foster care placement.” Homeless children are guaranteed free
breakfasts and lunches through our Food Services Department, but dinner time may be a different story.
That is why we try to keep our food pantry full so we can always meet the emergency needs of these
children. Children are constantly growing, and should never have to go hungry.
